The main reason for the meeting was to consider bids for repairs at 404 and 406 Valley 
Road.  They were checking to see if the insurance company might pay for some of the 
damages caused by the leak. 
 
The following bids had been submitted: 

• S C Stagner Contracting $22,800.00 
• Construction Labor Services (CLS) $30,000.00 

 
Miss White asked about Charlie Stagner supervising the work, since he is related to the 
contractor.  It was decided that Carnes Craig and Ross Naze would supervise the work. 
 
Mr. Bourne made a motion seconded by Mr. Naze to award the job to Stagner.  Motion 
carried and so ordered. 
 
Mayor Pittman said that he had met with School Superintendent Roy Nichols about the 
School Tax – continuing since 1926.  A vote would be taken on March 22nd to decide 
whether the tax would continue. 
 
A letter from the Mobile County Emergency Management Association was presented, in 
which they had requested that the City help pay the City of Prichard’s share.  Mr. Naze 
made a motion seconded by Mr. Bourne declining.  Motion carried and so ordered.   
 
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:25 on motion by Mr. Naze 
and second by Mr. Bourne.
