The Chickasaw City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, October 11, 2011 at 7:00
PM with the following members present: Mickey Day, Henry Phillips, Jennifer White,
Adam Bourne, Ross Naze, and Mayor Byron Pittman, who presided. City Attorney Jay
Minus and Assistant City Clerk Sylvia Stollof were aso present. Mr. Bourne opened the
meeting with prayer.

Mr. Bourne made a motion seconded by Miss White to approve the minutes of the
September 27, 2011 meeting and pre-meeting conference as previously distributed. Motion
carried and so ordered.

PUBLIC HEARING

A Public Hearing was held to affix the cost of demolition of the house at 213 Third Street to
the owner’s taxes. Mr. Craig said that the cost was $9,708.85. Mr. Bourne made a motion
seconded by Mr. Phillips to adopt the resolution affixing the cost. Motion carried, and
Resolution #2011-23 was adopted.

PETITIONS APPEALS, AND COMPLAINTS

Martin Walker was present to speak to the Council about the City purchasing the shopping
center next to the Viaduct, where the Chickasaw Drug Store used to be. Thisis a historical

property.

Teresa Goolsby spoke to the Council about a study that had been done about restoring the
shopping center. They said that the building and the old railroad depot were both worth
restoring.

Mr. Phillips made a motion seconded by Miss White to approve
the payment. Motion carried and so ordered.

Finance: Mr. Bourne presented the Accounts Payable in the amount of $14,623.84, and
made a motion seconded by Mr. Phillips to place the bills in line for payment. Motion
carried and so ordered. Mr. Phillips complimented the City Employees for keeping costs
down.

Maintenance and Sanitation: Mr. Day asked when they would start on the completion of
Maritime Park. Mayor Pittman said that Crimson Shipping was going to move the pump at
no charge, and they were waiting on them.
